Understand that information online leaves a digital footprint or trail.


Collect and organise data into groups


Record data collected in a variety of suitable formats


Add their name and the date to work they have created and give reasons why this is important


Save work using an appropriate file name


Create and edit multimedia components in order to develop text, image, sound, animation and video for a range of tasks
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 Writing


Follow a structure in their writing with support, e.g. reports, lists. 


Write for different purposes.


Use different types of writing appropriate to purpose and reader.


Experiment with different formats and layouts on-screen, using the facility to move text and pictures around easily.


Use simple subject-related words appropriately. 


Follow and build upon a form modelled by the teacher. 


Understand and use language appropriate to writing.


Form upper and lowercase letters accurately and with consistent size.


Use a dictionary.


Use ordering words, e.g. first, next then.


Extend their response to a variety of stimuli on subjects that are of interest or importance to them, including stories, poems, class activities and personal experiences. 


Re-read and improve their writing to ensure it makes sense.


Write text that makes sense to another reader, which may include details and pictures. 














Language, Literacy and Communication





Oracy


Extend their ideas or accounts by sequencing what they say and including relevant details.


Talk, in detail, about what they have said or done, explaining the process.


Express and opinion, giving reasons, and provides appropriate answers to questions.


Use a growing range of appropriate vocabulary in play and structured activities and formal situations, using variety in tone to add interest.


Speak clearly to a range of audiences.


Build on previous experience, speaking confidently and making themselves clear by; organising what they say, Choosing words deliberately, including relevant detail.


Listen to others with concentration, understanding the main points, asking for clarification if needed. 


Share activities and information to complete a task.


Contribute to discussion, keeping a focus on the topic and taking turns to speak.





Reading


Show understanding and express opinions about language, information and events in texts.


Express views about information and details in a text, considering content, ideas, presentation, organisation and the language used.


Identify and use text features; titles, headings and pictures to locate and understand specific information.


Identify key words to search for information on-screen and modify search words as necessary. 


Use the different features of text to make meaning.

Mathematical Development


Count sets of objects by grouping in 2s, 5s & 10s


Read and write numbers to at least 100


Recite numbers beyond 100, forwards and backwards and from different starting points


Doubling numbers to 20


Mentally add 10 or 20 to a given number up to 100


Mentally subtract 10 or 20 from a given number to 100


Find small differences within 20 by using ‘counting on’ strategies


Use mental recall of number facts to 10 and place value to add or subtract larger numbers 


Recognise and name irregular 2D and 3D shapes, understand and use the properties of shape


Identify a line of symmetry for 2D shapes and complete symmetrical pictures 


Use standard units to measure: – length, height and distance: metres, half metres or centimetres – weight/mass: kilograms or 10 gram weights – capacity: litres


Understand and use mathematical symbols for addition, subtraction, multiplication, division and equals


Recall and use 2, 5 and 10 multiplication tables


Use symbols related to length, weight/mass and capacity


Gather and record data from: – lists and tables – diagrams – block graphs – pictograms where the symbol represents one unit.

Physical Development





Being involved in physical activities that allow them to work as individuals, with a partner and in small groups, sharing ideas and helping each other to improve their work.


Understand rules and elements of games and be able to play simple cooperative and competitive games


Recognise the effects exercise has on their bodies as they move 


Describe what happens to their breathing and how they look and feel after exercise


Begin to understand that regular exercise improves health and fitness and that it helps body parts to work well


Develop coordination, develop confidence, develop gross motor skills


Control body movements


Work out and practise a variety of ways of sending, receiving, traveling with small equipment


Use and handle a range of tools


link the basic actions in sequence and gradually improve their control and use of different shapes, levels and direction of travel

Mix, shape, arrange and combine materials to create their own images and objects that communicate and express their ideas, feelings and memories creatively
